Rules for Use of Redlands

1. The gates to Redlands must be kept closed at all times and must be locked when you leave. 

2. Members riding alone at Redlands must either carry a mobile phone to summon emergency assistance or inform a responsible person of their intention and estimated time of return.

3. Junior members (16 & under ) must always be accompanied by a parent or responsible adult member when riding at Redlands. 

4. Members may receive private instruction at Redlands provided that the instructor has current valid insurance cover and that a copy of this is lodged with the Hon. Secretary. Having a private instructor does not give exclusive use of the sand school or jumps and members are expected at all times to show consideration to other Redlands users.

5. Members shall not ride in a reckless manner or behave in any way likely to cause injury to themselves or others.

6. Anyone jumping at Redlands, whether show jumps or cross-country, must be accompanied by a responsible person capable of summoning assistance.

7. A hard hat to at least the current minimum standard must be worn at all times when mounted.

8. A body protector to standard 3 (purple label) is compulsory for cross-country and recommended for show jumping.

9. Members must be aware of the footpath that runs diagonally from the top gate to the stile in the fence line by the woods close to the coffin-fence. Riders must give way to walkers on any part of the ground, whether or not they have kept to the correct route.

10. Children, whether or not they are riding, must be under the supervision of a responsible person at all times. 

11. Dogs must be kept under close control when there are horses present. 

12. The committee reserve the right to close all or any part of Redlands at any time. On competition days Redlands will be closed to riders not taking part in the event.

13. Members must give priority to anyone involved in doing maintenance work.

14.  When the NO JUMPING signs are up there is to be no jumping on any part of Redlands other than the jumping lane. No jump marked as out of use for any reason is to be jumped.

15. Any accident resulting in significant injury to a horse, rider or other person must be reported to the club’s Safety Advisor (currently, Sharon Swain) or failing her, another committee member.

16. First aid equipment is available in the caravan. Its use should be reported to the Safety Advisor so that it can be replaced.

17. Any damage to club property should be reported to the Redlands committee member (currently George Comer - 01732 461462) or failing him, another committee member. Any damage or suspected damage to cross-country jumps or other hazard must be reported as a matter of urgency so that a safety inspection can be made.

18. Spare jump-cups must be stored in the receptacle provided next to spare poles or placed on the ground between the feet of wings.  Any cups on the ground must be removed before the jump is moved. No poles are to be left lying on the ground.

19. The storage sheds are strictly out of bounds and no equipment is to be removed from them without the express permission of the committee.

20. No litter, especially cans and bottles, should be left at Redlands.

I have read and understand these rules and agree to abide by them as a condition of Redlands Membership. I understand that I use the facilities at Redlands at my own risk.
